You have 
the right to ask for the following about each of your child’s teachers: 

 Whether the teacher is certified by the state of Kansas to teach the grades and subjects he or she 
teaches; 

 Whether the teacher is teaching under an emergency or other provisional certificate; 

 The teachers college major; 

 Whether the teacher has any advanced degrees and, if so, the subject of those degrees; 

 Whether aides or paraprofessionals provide services to your child and, if so, the qualifications or the 
aide or paraprofessional.
